Burke’s Hex Ny

Hook: TMC 200R #4-8
Thread: Danville Yellow 6/0

Ribbing: Copper Wire

Abdomen: Pale Yellow Haretron

Tail: Gray Marabou

Back: Mottled Oak Turkey Tail

Gills: Gray Pheasant aftershaft

Wingcase: Mottled Oak Turkey Tail

Thorax: Pale Yellow Haretron

Legs: Mottled Natural Brown Henback

The Hex hatch starts after sunset, but a few hours before duns start appearing on the surface, the nymphs
become active and are sometimes taken by trout. So a couple of hours before sunset, drop this fly near the
bottom and use a lift-and-settle retrieve. Once the hatch is underway, try retrieving the nymph quickly to
the surface.

Efforts to Save Stranded Salmorfrom CalTrout

Despite four years of record drought, large numbers of salmon are coming back to the Sacramento Valley rivers this
winter. Unfortunately, some of these salmon are taking wrong turns out of rivers into dead-end drainage canals where
they will die unless redirected back into the rivers.

In the Yolo Bypass, just 15 minutes from downtown Sacramento, hundreds of large salmon ,some weighing up to 30
pounds .are swimming the wrong way up dead-end drainage canals. The California Department of Fish and Wildlife is
trapping dozens of these fish and trucking them back to the nearby Sacramento River, where they are released to con-

tinue the upstream journey to their spawning grounds.

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French Meadows Reservoir is at 5,300 feet elevation. The lake contains primarily Rainbows, which are
planted throughout the season, as well as Browns and Smallmouth Bass. It is primarily known as a bait and
lure fishery but flyfishing opportunities exist as well. Use sinking lines with streamers such as Woolly Buggers
and Leech Patterns in Olive, Brown, or Black colors. Try the areas around the downed trees and snags. Also
locate the rocky ledges and drop-offs. You'll need a boat since there are few good access points from shore.
Know the sink rate of your line and count down to the proper depth before retrieval. Add some twitching ac-
tion to the fly. There is a callibaetis hatch that occurs sporadically so that nymphing can be good at those
times. During late afternoon or at low light, try some surface flies such as Parachute Ants.

French Meadows Reservoir is also a good starting point for access to the upper Middle Fork of the American
River. There are some good campsites at the inlet side of the lake with road access up to Talbot Campround at
French Meadows. Trail access is available from there.

Directions: From Auburn on Highway I-80, go Northeast 2 miles to Auburn-Foresthill Road, Turn East and go 18 miles
to Mosquito Ridge Road at Foresthill. Turn East and go 36 miles continuing on Road 96 to French Meadows Reservoir.
